Madam Chair:

Please deliver the following challenges to the Republican State Officials Committee as
constituted in the bylaws of the SREC or in the alternative, if appropriate, to the Temporary Credentials
Committee of the State Convention,

The signers of this challenge, all of whom voted in the 2008 Republiican General Primary and
reside in the same county and/or senatorial district as the delegate or alternate being challenged,
individually and collectively challenge the delegate status of the following persons:

I.  Sue Brannon, temporary and permanent Chairman of the Midland County Convention and
County Chairman of the Midland County Republican Party.

These named person(s) intentionally violated the Rules of the Republican Party of Texas (RPT),
including those statutes found in the Texas Election Code, included by reference by RPT Rule 4. In

accordance with RPT Rule 11b and Rule 27b(1) we hereby specify the grounds for the challenge and
detail the specific rule or rules alleged to have been violated, and hereby demand that if any part or the
whole of this challenge is upheld that these person(s) be removed from serving as a delegate to any
convention of the Party at any level throughout the vear.

Summary of Challenge

1. Texas Election Code § 174.004. ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS EXCLUSIVE. A
political party may not impose eligibility requirements in addition toc those
prescribed by this title for serving as a delegate to a county, senatorial
district, or state convention held under this code.

Mrs. Brannon's abuse and display of partiality was displayed prior to the county convention. In
response to questioning by the Midland Reporter-Telegram published the morning of the convention,
March 29%, 2008, Mrs. Brannon was asked if the Midiand delegation will unanimously support
presidential candidate John McCain, to which she replied “they will be for him or they won't go.” This
declaration is evidence of the imposition of additional eligibility requirements for service as a delegate
representing Midland County and is a direct violation of Texas Election Code and by extension RPT
Rule 4. In addition, this declaration is completely contrary to the proper role of the Chair and abuses
the rights of the minority as well as the individual to hold dissenting views.
